3. Replacing Lost Sector Revenue

» Government services generally include any service traditionally provided by
a government, unless Treasury has stated otherwise. Here are some common
examples, although this list is not exhaustive:

v/ Construction of schools and hospitals

v/ Road building and maintenance, and other infrastructure

v Health services

v/ General government administration, staff, and administrative facilities
v/ Environmental remediation

v Provision of police, fire, and other public safety services (including the
purchase of fire trucks and police vehicles)

“Note also that every use that is eligible under other eligible use
categories is also eligible under revenue loss, because those eligible uses
are also services provided by recipient governments, and Treasury encourages
recipients to use their funds for investments that serve the needs of their
communities and build a stronger and more equitable recovery.”

What does government services include?

» As long as the project is a service that is traditionally provided by a
government and your municipality selected you are taking the
standard allowance, it would be an eligible use.

» The revenue loss category is the easiest method to spend ARPA funds
as your municipality desires under the rules.

» The Treasury’s Final Rule, published on January 6, 2022, allows
municipalities to elect a “standard allowance” revenue loss of $10
million. Under this option, the Treasury presumes up to $10 million
in revenue has been lost due to the public health emergency.

» KEY: Under this standard allowance option, you are not required to
actually have a revenue loss.

Funding from the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds is subject to the
requirements specified in the Final Rule , Award Terms and conditions, “Uniform Guidance”
or 2 CRF Part 200, and the Reporting and Compliance Guidance.

The Restrictions on use in the overview of the final rule page
41 are:

1. Municipalities cannot use ARPA funds to pay off debt or
replenish financial reserves. ( ex. Deposit into rainy day funds)

2. Municipalities cannot use ARPA funds to pay a settlement
agreement, judgment, consent decree, or judicially confirmed
debt

3. Municipalities cannot use ARPA funds to undermine
COVID-19 mitigation practices in line with CDC guidance.

4. Municipalities cannot violate state (ex. Competitive bidding)
or federal law (ex. Environmental standards) or the award
terms and conditions.

Requirements, Procurement rules, Cost Principles, and 2 C.F.R. Part 200 do
not apply the same way.

» Federal Procurement Rules outlined in the Uniform Guidance (2 CFR 200.318-
200.327) do not apply to the use of SLFRF revenue loss funds i.e., projects funded
specifically through revenue loss method are not required to follow the Uniform
Guidance procurement rules and requirements. However, Subparts D and E of the
Uniform Guidance apply to recipients’ use of such funds. In general, these
requirements provide that recipients should not deviate from their established
practices and policies regarding the incurrence of costs, and that recipients
should expend and account for the funds in accordance with laws and
procedures for expending and accounting for the recipient’s own funds. These
requirements include conflict of interest laws under the Oklahoma constitution,
record documentation requirements, and requirements for bidding under the
Oklahoma competitive bidding act or local law.

» Q1: Do we need to set up a new depository bank account in order to account
for these ARPA funds?

» A1: No. There are no requirements to deposit these monies into a separate bank
account.

» Q2. Is there a requirement that we set up a separate fund in our internal
accounting records?

» A2. No. There is no requirement to set up a separate fund in your internal
accounting records. HOWEVER, the OML task force highly recommends that each
government consider establishing a separate fund in their internal accounting
records in order to facilitate the ease of tracking both the receipt and use of these
ARPA monies. If your government decides not to set up a separate fund, be sure to
create the proper line items within an existing fund in order to account for the
ARPA related revenues, expenditures, remaining unspent proceeds and related fund
balance restrictions.

» Q3. Can these ARPA monies be placed into a certificate of deposit until the
government decides what to spend the monies on?

» A3. Yes. There is no prohibition in the regulations that prevents a local
government from placing the ARPA monies into a Certificate of Deposit.
However, be sure to spend or commit to spend the ARPA monies by the
regulations deadline, and don’t lock the monies up longer than the
timeframe you intend to spend the funds.

» Q4. Can the unspent ARPA monies earn interest while in the local
government’s bank accounts or certificates of deposit?

» A4. Yes. There are no prohibitions in the regulations that state that the
government is not allowed to earn interest on unspent ARPA proceeds.
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Plan Act (ARPA)

» Qb. If interest is earned by the local government on unearned ARPA proceeds,
must that interest be returned to the Federal Government?

» A5. No. The regulations state that interest earned by local governments is not
required to be returned to the Federal Government, and instead may be used to
defray the administrative costs of the program, among other things.

» Q6. Can we spend the ARPA proceeds immediately?

» Ab. Yes. As long as the local government has satisfied all of the procurement
requirements in the regulations and the ARPA monies are being used for allowable
costs, the money can be spent immediately. However, see questions #7 and #8
below regarding the possible need for a budget amendment.
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Plan Act (ARPA)

» Q7 Do we need to adopt a budget amendment before we spend the ARPA
monies?

» A7. Yes, unless you anticipated receiving these ARPA monies when adopting the
original budget for FY 21-22 and had included the ARPA revenues and expenditures
in that original budget.

» Q8. If we do need a budget amendment, does such a budget amendment
require City Council or Town Trustee approval?

» A8. Yes. Since these budget amendments are actually budget supplements,
increasing the total amount of expenditures originally adopted, they must be
approved by the governing body prior to the encumbering of the money.



Frequently Asked Questions:

» FAQ 10.1. Are recipients required to remit interest earned on SLFRF payments
made by Treasury?

» No. SLFRF payments made by Treasury to states, territories, and the District of Columbia
are not subject to the requirement of the Cash Management Improvement Act and
Treasury’s implementing regulations at 31 CFR Part 205 to remit interest to Treasury.
SLFRF payments made by Treasury to local governments and Tribes are not subject to the
requirements of 2 CFR 200.305(b)(8) and(9) to maintain SLFRF award funds in an
interest-bearing account and remit interest earned above $500 on such payments to
Treasury. Moreover, interest earned on SLFRF award funds is not subject to program
restrictions.

» FAQ 10.2. May recipients use funds to cover the costs of consultants to assist with
managing and administering the funds?

» Yes. Recipients may use funds for administering the SLFRF program, including costs of
consultants to support effective management and oversight, including consultation for
ensuring compliance with legal, regulatory, and other requirements.




Frequently Asked Questions- OML edition

» My municipality did not elect the revenue replacement option and we no longer
want to spend the funds on the category we selected. What do we do?

» The project and expenditure report states “As outlined in the final rule, recipients had
the option to make a one-time election to either calculate revenue loss accordin% to the
formula outlined in the final rule or elect a “Standard Allowance” of up to $10 million,
not to exceed the award allocation, to spend on government services throughout the
period of performance. Recipients were asked to make this election during the April 2022
reporting deadline.”

» However, effective JULY 8th 2022 Treasury has decided to keep this portion of the
reporting portal open for recipients in upcoming reporting cycles, which will permit
recipients to update their prior revenue loss election, as appropriate. Upon update, the
prior revenue loss election will be superseded. Treasury expects to keep this portion of
the reporting portal open through the April 2023 reporting period in order to provide an
opportunity for annual reporters to take advantage of this flexibility.

State of Oklahoma SLFRF Best Practices
Document - Single Audit

» Recipients and subrecipients who expend more than SZ503000%in federal
awards during their fiscal yvear (SLFRF + all other federal funds), will be
subject to an audit under the Single Audit Act and its implementing regulation
at 2 CFR 200, Subpart F regarding audit requirements.

» The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Compliance Supplement
provides information on the existing, important compliance requirements that
the federal government expects to be considered as part of such audit.
Recipients should consult the Federal Audit Clearinghouse to see examples of
Single Audit Submissions. SLFRF funds may be used to cover audit costs.

» Make sure to budget for an audit if this applies to you.




Possible Single Audit Alternative

» There is an alternative compliance examination engagement that certain recipients of ARPA
funds can elect instead of having a Single Audit. Generally speaking, if the receipt of ARPA
funds pushed a city over the threshold for having a Single Audit, they can chose this
alternative examination. It is focused on compliance requirements relating to “Activities
Allowed or Unallowed/Allowable Costs and Cost Principles. So the auditor will look to see if
the ARPA funds were used for ineligible uses; and the auditor will determine whether the
recipient significantly deviated from its established practices and policies regarding the
incurrence of costs. The result of this examination is an opinion by the auditor on
compliance with the federal regulations for ARPA funds related to those two items. Here
are some differences between this alternative and the Single Audit:

> 1. A financial statement audit is not required. (this is probably the biggest
difference that could impact cities that only have an AUP done.)

> 2. A SEFA (Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards) is not prepared.

» 3. The requirements for internal control in Uniform Guidance section 200.514(c) are
not required for this engagement

> 4. Involves testing of compliance but more narrowly scoped than those in a full
Single Audit

» 5. The engagement reporting is simplified.

» We don’t know how many auditors will be willing/able to do this alternative, however. If an
entity is interested in this alternative, they should check with their auditor to see if this is an
option to consider.
